Abstract

This thesis was devoted to the study of correspondence of salvation as spoken and written forms from the pre Islamic period till the end of the fourth Higri century.

The thesis is consisted of an introduction, a background, three chapters unequal in their size (due to the variety of salvation topics and  the large number of correspondence in the Islamic period because of the Islamic conquests), a conclusion where the main results were mentioned and a list of bibliography. 

The introduction was divided into three parts:


The first part: included the linguistic and terminological definition of salvation.


The second part: included describing the authority and political body.


The third part: included the rules and conditions of salvation

The first chapter was entitled "Salvation Oral Correspondence : An Objective Study". It was classified into two sections. The first section dealt with salvation oral messages in the Pre Islamic, Islamic, and Umwi periods while the second section was devoted to the salvation oral messages in the Abbasi Period.

The second chapter was entitled "Written salvation Correspondence" which is also divided into two sections. The first section was devoted to written salvation correspondence in the Pre Islamic, Islamic, and Umawi periods while the second section dealt with written salvation correspondence in the Abbasi perid. 

The third chapter was devoted to the aesthetic study of salvation correspondence. It was divided into three sections. The first one discussed rhythm which is divided into: assonance, poetic rhythm, and paronomasia. The second section dealt with the elements of rhetorical imagery which is divided into: antonomasia, simile, metaphor, and trope. The third section discussed redundancy and condensation in two separate sections.

The conclusion included the most important findings which are the prominence of utilizing paronomasia, antithesis, and citation because they are natural enrichers for a direct language of spoken and written salvation correspondence.
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
