Abstract

The Qur'anic expression is, rhetorically, the richest Arabic expression, what adds more richness to it is that it is applicable to various readings as the Qur'anic readings are considered an additional phonological, morphological, rhetorical and syntactical source added to the great meanings of the Qur'anic text.

This dissertation is entitled "A Linguistic and Syntactic Study of the Two Readings of Imam Mohammed Elbaqir and Imam Ja'far Elsadiq". It aims at studying the readings of two outstanding Muslim figures by means of investigating the science of Qur'anic readings in them; Imam Mohammed Elbaqir and Imam Ja'farElsadiq.

After compiling the material of the study, it is set to compromise a preface, three chapters, a conclusion and an appendix. The preface is dedicated to the biographies of Imam Elbaqir and Imam Elsadiq. It included; their names, nicknames, mothers, birth, features, sheikhs, students, death, offspring, scholars' praise of them, some of their speeches and attribution and statistics of their readings.

Chapter one, "Levels of Forms and Rhythms", is in two sections; the first deals with verbs and the second with nouns. The chapter tackles things related to phonology and morphology in the readings of the two Imams.

The second chapter is entitled "The Connotative Level". It is divided into two sections as well; the first studies the connotation of nouns, while the second deals with the connotation of verbs and particles. It contains the readings that comprise connotative variations. Therefore, it studies the read word and its peer the Qur'anic word, the connotations of both, and how both are easily found in the Qur'anic context.

Chapter three, which is "The Structural Level", is also divided into two sections; the first tackles the explicit and implicit nouns, while the second deals with verbs. This chapter is allocated to the study of the readings that carry variations in the syntax of the read sentence and the Qur'anic sentence in addition to the individual differences stemming from these varied structures.

The conclusion is set to sum up the findings of the study. It is followed by an appendix of the readings of the two Imams, which is then followed by a bibliography and English abstract.
