Abstract

Portrayal in Bushra al – Bustaani's Poetry Bushra al – Bustaani has represented or unique effective poetical experience of the seventies' generation of the former century.


She was so far from lime light that she could be silent and quiet in order to write what should be new.


She has been knowned as a poetess and critic through her twelve collections of poems as well as her own critical studies that were published in magasines and newspapers during the eighties and ninnies of the latter century, therefore, she drew my attention to do this study.


This present research consists of an introduction, three chapters, and a conclusion.


The introduction talks about the culture of the poetess and its effect on producing the poetical portrayal in her own poetry. Moreover, her works; poetical, literary, and critical ones.


The first chapter explains sources of portrayal in the poetry of Bushra al – Bustaani. These sources has been classified into three following ones:


The first
 : reality


The second : imagination.


The third
 : self


The researcher has accurately familiarized with plentiful writings of the poetess and has traced their sources so that to get to the bottom of them and to seek those roots that may either come together or cut across.


The second chapter shows formation of that portrayal which coming according to two necessary structures as follows:


The first: similarity structure which appears through the style of similar and metaphor as rhetorical figures forming poetical portrayal of the poetess.


The second: adjacency structure which points to a word transition from its original linguistic meaning into another bordering on depending on the semantically association.


Then, the structure of adjacency represents the second part of poetical metaphor operation the depends on semantically brecking.


The most important elements of adjacency are; symbol, paradox, and objective equivalent which all together involve gesture and disappearance that add depth and enlightenment to the scene.


The third chapter deals with the narrative poetical portrayal in the poem of Bushra al – Bustaani. The chapter also includes two main important focuses where narrative styles and elements have interfered in by means of two port royals as follows:


The first: a scenic portrayal in such a manner that pickings of Bushra al – Bustaani have formed narrative trend in many her own poems.


The second: a descriptive conversational portrayal in which a dialogue with description have interfered in forming a clear narrative structure. 


Finally, the study has come to the conclusion that Bushra                 al - (Bustaani has represented a cultured poetical voice belonging to general generations. i.e. not only to a specific one although she had started writing since the serenities of the twentieth century.
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
