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Abstract

The subject of psychological stability is one of the
important topics and has an effective and significant impact on
the sustainability of human life and its continuity that will
ensure achievement of development for the better. The
psychological stability helps the individual to perform the
functions and mental tasks in a coordinated and systematic way
and thus brings him some best of success in his work.

The Research aims at :

1 - Measuring the psychological stability among orphan
students in the preparatory stage

- Construction of a pilot program for the development of
psychological stability among orphan students in preparatory
school,

2 - Knowing the effect of an indicative program for the
development of psychological stability among orphan
students in preparatory school, it was verified through

The following assumptions:

1 - There are no statistically significant differences at the level
of (0.05) between Sort degrees of the control group in the
pretest and posttest.

2 - There are no statistically significant differences at the level
of (0.05) between sort scores of the experimental group
before and after the extension program.

3 - There are no statistically significant differences at the level
of (0.05) between Sort scores of the experimental group and
the control group in the post-test

To achieve this, current research adopted the criteria Adatahna
to measure the psychological stability which is previously



prepared in accordance with the opposite intent of technical
Frankel theory. The researcher has adopted this measure

As the final figure of the measure of psychological stability
consisted of: (42) items in front of Camel alternatives (4) Thus,
the alternatives medium average will be 105 degree.

The experimental method was adopted to verify the research
hypotheses. The research sample consisted of (20) orphan
student who received lower grades than the medium
hypothetical average. They were distributed randomly into two
experimental and control group and by (10) students per group.
The experimental Group was exposed to the opposite intent
prepared according to Frankel theory over (12) session lasted for
6 weeks.

Meanwhile the control group was left without exposure to any
inadvertently opposite, and to address the data of the research
many statistical methods were adopted such as: Pearson
correlation coefficient, and T- test for two independent samples,
retail midterm, Mann-Whitney test, WalKolex, Thai square test
Fakronbakh equation. The results of the current research
showed:

1 - There are no statistically significant differences at the level
of (0.05) between Sort degrees of control group in the pretest
and posttest.

2 - There are no statistically significant differences at the level
of (0.05) between Sort scores of the experimental group
before and after the pilot program.

3 - There are no statistically significant differences at the level
of (0.05) between Sort scores of the experimental group and
the control group in the post-test

The results showed that the opposite intended style has much
impact on the development of psychological stability orphan
students at the prepatory stage. In light of the result of the
research and its conclusions, the researcher has submitted a
number of recommendations and suggestions.
